Course Attendance:

Please arrive on time for class and ensure that you keep your number of absences to a
minimum. Late arrivals and early departures will be recorded as absences. If you arrive
more than 10 minutes late or leave early, one lesson will be deducted from your
attendance record. Each course day consists of four lessons, each lasting 45 minutes. To
take part in the third midterm test, you must have achieved at least 70% attendance
by 16 December 2025. Additionally, a minimum attendance of 70% is required throughout
the entire course in order to successfully complete it. This may be important for course
confirmation, which is required by institutions such as MA 35 for visas or residence permits.

You are responsible for keeping track of your own attendance.

Midterm Tests and Progression Rules:

There are three midterm tests each semester. If you miss a test, it will automatically be
graded as a '5' (fail). There are no make-up tests or alternative dates. You must pass

at least two of the three midterm tests, and you must pass the third test in any case.

Your progress result, meaning which level you will attend next semester, is based on your
overall performance throughout the semester. Students in levels AN, AV and EV with less
than 70% attendance or with insufficient test results may take a written progression

exam at the end of the semester.

. All students in levels AN, AV and EV must take an oral progression exam at the end of

the semester.

Students in levels FG and WF do not have to take progression exams (oral or written).
However, FG students who achieve an average grade of less than 3.0 in the three
midterm tests cannot progress to level WF. You may repeat the FG level or, at your own

risk, take the EPD (Erganzungsprifung Deutsch) directly.

The levels FG (Advanced) and WF (Highly Advanced) are generally designed to prepare
students for the EPD (Erganzungspriufung Deutsch).
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
