FBC RUNNELSTOWN NURSERY POLICY 
1.	The First Baptist Church of Runnelstown will provide a nursery for ages 0-3 years old.
2.	There is to be no one in the nursery except those members scheduled to work at that 
             time.  For the convenience of the nursery workers, please do not stop by the nursery. 	
	Stopping to say hello may disturb the children, making it harder for the workers. 

3.	If a worker cannot attend on the Sunday they are scheduled, please inform the nursery 	director. The nursery director is responsible for locating a replacement. 

4.	For the safety of our children and protection of our church, no children or youth are to 
	be scheduled to keep the nursery without an adult member (18 years or older) present.

5.	All children are to be picked up by their parents or the adult who brought them, unless 
	previous arrangements are made with the nursery worker. For their safety, babies or 
	toddlers will not be released to any child or youth.

6.	Parents are asked to give all prescription medicines before or after church services. Prior 
	arrangements can be made on special occasions when services are longer than usual.

7.	Parents are asked to make sure their children have been fed before bringing them to the 
	nursery. Exceptions will be made for bottle-fed babies.

8.	Background checks must be done on all adults who work in the nursery.
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
